BACKGROUND

Galveston County was impacted by Hurricane Beryl on July 7, 2024, and a Local, State, and
Federal Disaster Declaration was issued for the event, including Galveston County in the list of
counties eligible for FEMA Public Assistance funding.

On July 22, 2024, Galveston County Commissioners Court approved the submission of the
Request for Public Assistance, and County staff conducted damage assessments and compiled a
list of eligible damaged facilities.

On October 27, 2025, Commissioners Court approved the submission of the PW 1474 - Project
Number 766573 - DR4798TX - Galveston County - Building Damages County Wide
application for FEMA Public Assistance funding.

On January 26, 2026, FEMA obligated PW 1474 in the amount of $5,892.26

Project locations include the 722 Moody Courthouse, Justice Center Jail, and League City
Emergency Management Facility.

SUMMARY

This item is being presented to Commissioners Court to formally acknowledge and ratify FEMA
Public Assistance funding obligated for disaster-related building damages associated with
Hurricane Beryl. The total project award is $5,892.26, with FEMA providing 75% funding and
the required County match totaling 25%.

Repairs associated with this project have been completed, and the project is ready for
administrative closeout and reimbursement.
