Nationwide Permit 14 - construction, expansion, modification, or improvement of linear transportation projects.

19. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED NATIONWIDE PERMIT ACTIVITY (see instructions)
The applicant is proposing to raise Frenchtown Road approximately 12 inches in elevation and widen it by approximately 18 inches on each

side along the existing ROW, thereby creating an approximate 30-foot-wide roadway. Concrete and asphalt pavement is proposed for the
project. The project area extends along an approximate 1,960 LF segment of Frenchtown Road. The improvements include installation of
slotted curb segments (i.e. weep holes) on both sides of Frenchtown Road along an approximate 1,200 LF segment. The concrete curb is
proposed to be six inches tall and span 10 feet along concrete pavement and 20 feet along asphalt pavement. One foot weep holes are
proposed between the curb segments.

20. DESCRIPTION OF PROPOSED MITIGATION MEASURES (see instructions)
No compensatory mitigation is proposed for the project. See cover letter for detailed explanation.

21. PURPOSE OF NATIONWIDE PERMIT ACTIVITY (Describe the reason or purposé of the project, see instructions)
The purpose of the proposed project is to improve and stabilize Frenchtown Road on Bolivar Peninsula to maintain safe and reliable access

for residents, visitors, and emergency services. The project is intended to address ongoing roadway degradation and improve long-term
infrastructure resilience in a low-lying coastal environment adjacent to Galveston Bay. The need for the project arises from chronic shoreline
erosion, low roadway elevations, and increased vulnerability to coastal processes, which have resulted in the gradual loss of roadway width
and structural integrity. Frenchtown Road is located immediately adjacent to Galveston Bay and adjacent estuarine wetlands, where wave
action, storm surge, and daily tidal influences contribute to ongoing erosion of the roadway embankment and adjacent shoreline. In its current
condition, portions of the roadway are narrowing, subsiding, and encroaching into adjacent waters and wetlands, reducing safe navigability
and increasing maintenance demands. See cover letter for detailed explanation.

Compensatory mitigation is not proposed for the project due to the limited scope of work and the small (less than 1/10-acre) amount of

permanent impacts, totaling approximately 0.03 acre of potential wetlands. Impacts have been avoided and minimized to the maximum extent
practicable through the confined roadway design, and remaining adjacent wetland areas will be preserved. Based on the minimal acreage
affected and the minor nature of the proposed activity, compensatory mitigation is not anticipated to be warranted.
